Seventh Grade Computer Lab Syllabus

Throughout the school year, seventh grade students will be applying their computer technology skills throughout the curriculum.  While the content will vary throughout the school year in terms of assignments, all students will continue to work on increasing their speed and accuracy on the computer keyboard.  Timed drills recorded at the beginning of the school year will be compared throughout the year, with the goal of increasing each student’s speed and accuracy on the computer keyboard.


The Essential Learnings list identifies the expectations and skills for students in the technology curricular area (identified as an “SLE”, or Student Learning Expectation).  Many of these skills will be woven together in student assignments (i.e. research followed by a presentation).  I will be working closely with all of the teachers to ensure that student learning and productivity is maximized in the computer lab each week.


Some of the software students will be utilizing this year includes:  Microsoft Excel, Microsoft Word, Power Point, Microsoft Publisher, and TechType.  During research assignments, students may choose to use a flash drive (also known as a thumb drive, or USB drive) to transfer data between the school computer lab and a home or library computer.
